About the Rl Dock

With the Onkyo RI Dock, you can easily play the

music stored on your Apple”iPod” through
your Onkyo audio system and enjoy great
sound, and watch iPod slideshows and videos
on your TV. In addition, the onscreen display
(OSD) allows you to view, navigate, and select
your iPod’s contents on your TV, and with the
supplied remote controller, you can control
your iPod from the comfort of your sofa.

Replacing the Battery

Aiming the Remote Controller

Use only a battery of the same type (CR 2025).

« Make sure the AC adapter is connected to a suit-
able wall outlet and connected to the RI Dock.

H The Rl Dock’s remote controller doesn’t

- If the Rl Dockis placed on top of another compo-
nent, the remote controller’s signal may be
obstructed and the remote controller may not
work reliably. In this case, try repositioning the RI
Dock.
